MOTOR & BATTERY INFORMATION

CAUTION:

* Make sure batteries are inserted correctly and follow the
toy and battery manufacturer’s instructions.

e Insert batteries with correct polarity (+/-) as shown.

¢ Do not mix different types of batteries; do not mix alkaline,
standard (carbon-zinc), or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium)
batteries. Do not mix new and used batteries.
Only batteries of the same or equivalent type recommended
should be used.

¢ Remove exhausted batteries from the toy; do not short
circuit supply terminals.

How to Insert and Remove
Batteries:

Use a small Philips Head screw-
driver to loosen the screw, then
remove the battery door. Insert
3 fresh “C” batteries (LR14)
into the compartment with the
correct polarity (+/-) as shown
here.

Sound doesn’t work?

Check to see if you have fresh
batteries and that they are
installed properly.

Automatic or Manual Ramp Selection:

1. Ramp selector wheel must be fully
pushed in for the Motor to automatically
select paths.

2. To manually select a path yourself,
pull the Ramp selector wheel out and
turn it to a desired path.
